Grammar/Spelling
(Conventions)

The paper has few
errors in
grammar/usage,
punctuation, capital
letters or spelling.

The paper has some
errors in
grammar/usage,
punctuation, capital
letters or spelling.

The paper has many
errors in
grammar/usage,
punctuation, capital
letters or spelling.

The paper has repeated
errors in
grammar/usage,
punctuation and capital
letters or spelling that
make it hard to read.

Persuasive
Purpose

The paper has a clear
purpose supported with
3 or more details.

The paper has a clear
purpose but does not
have 3 supporting
details.

The paper does have a
clear purpose but no
supporting details.

The paper does not have
a purpose.
