REWARDS


Teachers should work with students to identify rewards that are meaningful to the student and manageable for the teacher.  According to Responsive Classroom guidelines, rewards like candy or stickers are avoided if possible in order to help students develop their own intrinsic responsibility.  For students who are in need of intervention for behavior problems, it may be necessary to consider some extrinsic rewards in order to help the student make progress.
